This year
we will start by taking part in an asteroid search study in conjunction with the
International Astronomical Search Collaboration. We will be teamed with a school in
another country and we will learn how to search for near-Earth asteroids. We will also
participate in a remote sensing activity with students in Kyrgyzstan.

v Safety

v Reproducibility of experimental results

v Efficiency

For these reasons, you are expected to:
